Cognitive theory of multimedia learning
Individual differences principle - emphasizes influence of prior knowledge and cognitive
capacity to results of learning.

. Signaling effect - presents the increase in the learning outcomes due to promotion of attention

to relevant information.

. Segmenting effect - means that learning should be more efficient if a continued animation or

narration could be split into more smaller parts. Cognitive theory of multimedia learning

. Worked examples effect - presenting worked examples before asking students to try to solve

Synthesizers - (diagrams, images or other) enable easier meaningful integration and
assimilation of new knowledge into existing knowledge. Elaboration theory

Concept maps - visual representation of the relationships between concepts. Concept mapping
